Pray
for Coy Webb and all who work with Kentucky Disaster
Relief as they take the gospel to hurting people.
Monday John 4:7-10
Pray lost persons will understand the One who offers Living
Water. Pray for Church and Community ministries that meet
needs and share Christ. Pray for ministries that provide physical
and spiritual food to children and their families. Pray for Eric
Allen and all who work with the Mission Service and
Ministries Department of the Kentucky Baptist Convention.
Tuesday John 4:11-14
Pray for Hispanic ministries across Kentucky and that ministry
opportunities will reach deep into Hispanic communities
with the gospel. Pray for the Hispanic Bible Institute and
those who are taking classes. Pray that these trained
leaders will train others, leading to a chain reaction in
planting churches and discipling new believers. Pray for
Carlos De la Barra and all who work with the Multiethnic
Ministries Department of the Kentucky Baptist Convention.
Wednesday John 4:15-18
Pray that all Kentucky Baptists will have boldness in
confronting sin and sharing Truth. Pray for pastors and
evangelists as they call people to repentance and faith in
Christ. Pray for Ross Bauscher and all who work with the
Evangelism Growth Team of the Kentucky Baptist Convention.
Thursday John 4:19-26
Pray for the development of attractional events to share the
gospel during “Hope. Find It Here” in 2012. Pray that through
these events Kentucky Baptists will share what it means to
worship in spirit and truth with those who are lost. Pray that
every attractional evangelistic event will start a chain reaction.
Friday John 4:27-29
Pray for an opportunity to witness today. Pray that each lost
person who is saved will quickly tell others and start a chain
reaction in your community. Pray for Kentucky missionaries,
Baptist associations and Directors of Missions, and for the impact
of the Eliza Broadus Offering on missions in your association.

Saturday John 4:31-38
Pray that we as Kentucky Baptists will open our eyes to the
“fields” that are ready for harvest. Give thanks for those who
have shared the gospel before us. Pray to be faithful in our
generation that we may rejoice together as people are saved.
Pray about your own involvement in Kentucky missions and
evangelism.

Pray for those who will believe in Christ because of the
testimony of new converts. Pray for Larry Baker and all who
work with the KBC Missions Growth Team.
